Given the County Council will not adopt any play areas created it does not seem sensible to rely on developers to do so – they may not even still be in operation five years on from the development. If play areas continue to be requested then securing their long term future maintenance should be addressed 
The Town Council was pleased to see that a dedicated monitoring and enforcement officer is in post to maintain a register of obligations and provide enforcement to ensure compliance. This must be continued.

Planning Policy Wales (9) says in para. 2.3.4 substantial weight can be given “to approved SPG which derives from and is consistent with the development plan, and has been the subject of consultation.” The preparation of SPG however, is not subject to the same statutory process as an LDP. Following this consultation, the Council will review the comments received and make amendments as considered appropriate. A final version of the SPG will be approved by the Council, published on the website and will become a material planning consideration. No Public Examination will be held to consider the draft SPG.
